SUBJECT:  Drug and Alcohol Policy (Policy Memorandum #9)

1. Reference.  AR 600-85, Army Substance Abuse Program, 01 Oct 01.

2.  Abuse of alcohol and drugs has no place in the Army.  Alcoholism is a disease that affects not only job performance and social life, if left unaided; the affected person will gradually lose his physical and mental health.  Addiction or habitual use of non-prescribed drugs, legal or illegal, is another problem that affects many soldiers and their dependents.  Untreated, this addiction can consume a family, destroying whatever relationships once existed.  Penalties are severe for drug possession ranging from imprisonment and fines to a Dishonorable Discharge.

3.  Fortunately the situation is not hopeless.  The Fort Sam Houston Alcohol and Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Program (ADAPCP) is a command program established by the Commanding General to deal with the problem of alcohol and drug abuse.  Troop Command is part of ADAPCP and is oriented toward the concept of returning the individual to duty as a useful and productive human being.

4.  My policy is to fully support the Fort Sam Houston ADAPCP and limited use policy.  These are outlined in AR 600-85, and are covered again in the Alcohol and Drug Briefing given by the unit ADC.

5.  Any soldier in Troop Command who thinks he/she has a drug or alcohol problem, or just desires additional information about the ADAPCP should see his/her supervisor or first sergeant.
