MEMORANDUM FOR TROOP COMMAND, BROOKE ARMY MEDICAL CENTER (BAMC), PERSONNEL, FORT SAM HOUSTON, TX  78234-6200

SUBJECT: Extremist Organizations/Violence (Policy Memorandum #17)

1.   The United States Army has been the defender of our Nation and the values embodied in our Constitution.  As soldiers we are bound to uphold the Constitution of the United States and the policies of the Army.

2.   Active participation in any organization, which espouses supremacist causes, attempts to create illegal discrimination based on race, creed, color, gender, religion, or national origin or advocates the use of force or violence, or otherwise engages in efforts to deprive individuals of their civil rights is strictly prohibited.  Although not specifically prohibited, passive participation is strongly discouraged as incompatible with military service.

3.   Activities of extremist organizations are inconsistent with the responsibilities of military service and will not be tolerated by this Command.  Appropriate action will be taken against soldiers who are identified as members of extremist groups or who engage in extremist activities.  Actions may include but are not limited to counseling, removal of security clearances, UCMJ actions, or involuntary separation.
